Stable Management
Lectures:
All clinics have daily stable
management classes with
emphasis on safety and correct
technique. The classes will vary each
session according to level, with
beginners learning the basics of
grooming, the grooming tool, parts of
the horse, parts of tack, tack cleaning,
and tacking up. The more advanced
students will have additional practical
experience with bandaging, braiding,
introto health care, as well as
grooming and tack cleaning.

What To Bring:
Hard soled shoes with heel (for riding
and grooming safety), long pants,
layered tops, snack and drinks. A
ASTM/SEI approved helmet with
harnessisrequired when riding. If
needed, WRF has a selection of
helmets available.
