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Chair’s Column

 Greetings onc e aga in from the third  floor of Hyde!  We are well into our 
fa ll semester and  things a re fina lly p roc eed ing smoothly.  As you may know, 
there have been some b ig  c hanges w ithin the Mathematic s Department.  Dr. 
Ric hard  Evans, Dr. Keith Ferland , and  Ms. Gloria  Ferland  retired  as of Dec ember 
2006, and  Dr. Fernand  Prevost retired  in the spring.  Together, they had  over 120 
years of teac hing experienc e.  We’ ve been busy trying to rep lac e them.  We 
c onduc ted  two searc hes last sp ring and  were suc c essful w ith one: Welc ome Dr. 
John Donovan, whose spec ia lty is ma thematic s educ a tion.  Though we were 
unsuc c essful w ith our other searc h, we a re hopeful tha t we will find  someone for 
fa ll 2008. 
 As a  result of the fa iled  searc h (and  the non-return of some dependable 
ad junc ts), I spent a  stressful summer trying to find  instruc tors for c ourses 
sc heduled  to run in the fa ll.  Even our Calc ulus I and  Log ic s c lasses had  no 
instruc tor as la te as the midd le of August.  Luc kily, Dr. Ferland  agreed  to c ome 
bac k and  teac h Log ic s for one more semester.  Thanks, Dr. Ferland !  Also luc kily, 
Dr. Mark Sc huh, whose name may be familia r to some of you (he taught a t PSC 
from 1978 to 1981), agreed  to teac h the Ca lc ulus sec tion.  Mark had  rec ently 
retired  to Campton, NH. 
 Other new fac es w ithin the Department a re Mr. William Hett, c lass of 1964, 
and  Ms. Pa tric ia  Pa lmer.  They a re teac hing some of our entry level c ourses a fter 
long (60+ yea rs c ombined ) c a reers in teac hing sec ondary mathematic s.  It’ s 
grea t to have so muc h experienc e for those entry level c lasses.  We were a lso 
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luc ky to have Ms. Jac quelyn O’Donohoe join our ad junc t sta ff.  Jac quelyn 
gradua ted  in the spring of 2007.  She is teac hing three c ourses this the fa ll 
semester.  With these new and  familia r fac es, I was fina lly ab le to c over a ll 
c ourses by the beg inning of the semester.  After this past summer, a lmost 
anything seems minor. 
 
 The NH-Impac t Center and  the Sta tistic a l Consulting Center c ontinue to 
grow and  c urrently are understa ffed .  The Impac t Center, whic h had  been 
overseen by Dr. Evans and  Dr. Fernand  Prevost sinc e its inc ep tion, is now being 
guided  by the c apable hands of Dr. Brian Beaud rie, but he is trying to do the job  
of two peop le.  PSU and  The Center c ontinue to work on the role and  p lac e of 
the c enter and  we will be searc hing for an offic ia l Co-Direc tor in the spring .  The 
Sta tistic a l Consulting Center is being manned , ma inly, by the c onsiderab le 
efforts of Dr. Thomas Bouc her.  With more gradua te p rograms being approved  
a t PSU, the Center w ill bec ome an important foc a l point for many students and  
p rofessors as they try to design and  c omplete their researc h. 
 Two ma jor c urric ula  c hanges a re in p lac e for our inc oming ma jors.  
Sta tistic s I and  Finite Mathematic s a re no longer requirements for our ma jors, 
though they c an be taken as elec tives.  Replac ing the ma teria l in those c lasses 
is a  new c ourse MA3500: Probab ility and  Sta tistic s for Sc ientists.  The c ourse is a  
c a lc ulus based  development of p robab ility and  sta tistic s and  w ill be taken by 
both mathematic s and  meteorology ma jors.  The other c hange is tha t the 
student teac hing c ourses w ill now be housed  in the Department (vs. Educ a tion).  
Now the Ma thematic s Department and  fac ulty members w ill get c red it for the 
time and  effort put forth. 
 Last year was our Tenth Annua l Banquet!  Wow!  I still remember when Rob 
C., Danielle P., and  Lisa  B. were involved  in c rea ting the first one, whic h sta rted  
bec ause the Ma th Assoc ia tion of Plymouth wanted  to hand  out student awards 
a t Spring Convoc a tion and  they weren’ t wanted .  The Banquet has taken on a  
new sta tus as we a re now hand ing out the outstand ing gradua ting senior 
awards.  The Ma th Assoc ia tion still g ives out its student awards and  the 
Distinguished  Mathematic s Professor Award , as well.  I c an’ t remember how 
many years our Holiday Banquet has been taking p lac e, but it is a t least 5 or 6 
(or more?).  The first few were a t my wife Connie’ s and  my house, but we p retty 
quic kly outgrew the spac e.  We have bec ome ac c ustomed  to c elebra ting the 
end  of the spring semester in this way.  The reason I mention this is tha t we a re 
hop ing tha t you w ill jo in us from time to time in the c oming years.  It would  be 
grea t to see familia r fac es and  it would  be grea t to hear wha t you have been 
up  to.
