ALCOHOL, MARIJUANA AND OTHER DRUG POUCIES, LAWS, and

O

RDINANCES

Sudents, Faculty, and Saff are expected to comply with local, state, and Federal
lawsrelating to the possession, use, or distribution of alcohol and otherdrugswhen
they are on University property or taking part in University activities.

The consumption of alcohol by Sudents, Faculty, and Saff of legalage, on
University property or during University activities, isa priviiege and not a right.

Due to concernsfor personal safety, safety of othersand for the image of the
University, it isexpected, that discretion be used when consuming alcoholic
beverageseitheron oraway from University property.

Those who do choose to consume alcohol should know and respect theirown limits
and practice legal and low-risk drinking behaviors. The influence of alcohol ordrugs
will not excuse or justify, an individual’sactions, which are a violation of state, federal
orlocallaws, University regulationsor the rightsof others.

Any individual orgroup who providesorprocuresalcohol foranother person shares
in the responsibility for that person’sbehavior and safety while under the influence of
alcohol.

In stuationswhere the use of medication, by a person employed by the University,
may negatively affect mental concentration or coordination (such asantihistamines
or“mood altering” drugs), safety considerationsmay require temporary
reassignment of dutiesand responsbilitiesby the department chairperson or
supervisor following notification of such use by the Faculty or Saff member.
Employeesare prohibited from the unlawful manufacture, distribution, dispensing,
possession, oruse of any controlled substance in the workplace.

The following are against PSU policies:

1.

Unlawful use or possession, internal or external, of alcohol.



Providing, procuring, supplying or distributing alcohol to a minor(s).
Providing an environment forunderage personsto consume alcohol.
Use or possession of marijuana.

Providing an environment for personsto use drugs.

Unlawful possession or use of a controlled substance/illegal drug.
Providing, distributing, intent to distribute or sell marijuana or a controlled
substance/illegal drug.

8. Threat to self or otherswhile underthe influence of a substance.

9. Abuse or misuse of a substance.

10.Severe intoxication.

11.Inappropriate conduct while underthe influence of a substance.

12. Administering a drug to another person for the purpose of inducing hisor her
incapacity.
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The following are against University Housing policies:

13.Keg, large common source of alcohol.

14.Underage person in the presence of alcohol.

15.In the presence of marijuana use.

16.Alcohol ordrug paraphernalia with evidence of use orintent to be used illegally orin
violation of policy. (examplesinclude but are not limited to: empty alcohol
containers, bong, pipe, beer boxes, funnel)

17.Evidence of use of marijuana including but not limited to: smell, snoke, seeds, and
resdue.

Of age studentsliving in resdence hallsmay store and consume alcoholin theirroom,

with the doorclosed, underthe following circumstances:

18.No alcoholic beverage may be opened orused while any person underage is
present in the room.

19.No other AOD policy isviolated.

Of age studentsliving in University apartmentsmay store and consume alcoholin their
apartment aslong asno federal, state, orlocallaw or University policy isviolated.

Policies and Proceduresfor Alcoholic Beverage Services for University
Events/Activities

Plymouth State University believesitisappropriate that alcoholic beverage servicesbe
allowed at some University activitiesand doesperiodically provide such service for
student organizations, Faculty/ Saff department sponsored activities, and for summer
conferencesand off campusgroups. Proceduresand policiesthat pertain to the
service of alcoholic beveragesare asfollows:

A. AllNew Hampshire lawsrelating to the service of alcoholic beveragesmustbe
adhered to at alltimes. All Town of Plymouth ordinancesthat pertain to alcoholic
beverage service and “open container” of alcohollawsmust be adhered to on
University property.

B. Sudents, Faculty and Saff, and off campusorganizationsdesiring to have alcoholic
beverage servicesapproved in University facilitiesor on University property foran
activity orevent must contact the Director of the Hartman Union and Sudent
Activitiesto request alcoholic beverage service. Depending on the specific size,
type, and location of the activity, the Director of the Hartman Union willdetermine
whetherthe food service catering license ora one-day permit to serve alcoholic
beverageswillbe needed to provide the service. No alcoholic beveragescan be
sold at any University function without the proper state license. Only authorized Staff
of the Food Service company ora department possessing a state-granted, one-day
permit willbe allowed to serve alcoholic beverages.

B.1 Exceptions. The following willbe exempted from procedural provisons of thissection
and shallbe approved on a case by case basisby the institution. Under no conditionswill
studentsparticipate in these events.

B.2 Official University eventssponsored by the PSU Office of the President.

B.3 Eventsheld at Fost Academic Commonsutilizing the University’sfood service catering
liquorlicense and served by such authorized staff.

B.4 Fost Academic CommonsBoard must notify the President and Provost forapproval to
sponsor faculty eventsthat include alcoholic beverages. Allsuch eventsmust be in
accordance with Fost CommonsBoard procedures.

C. Non-alcoholic beveragesand food must be provided at any event where alcoholic
beveragesare available.

D. BYOB (Bring Your Own Bottle) eventsare not permitted at Plymouth State University.

E Personsmay be refused alcoholic beverage service if they are not in possesson of a
picture identification card with positive date of birth (driverslicense, passport, or
military identification card asper N.H. Sate Law).

F. See Resdential Life policiespertaining to use and possession of alcoholic beverages
in University Residential Housing and facilities.

G. Alcoholic beveragesshould not be served orconsumed in academic classsoomsor
in any officeson campus. Service of alcoholic beverageswillonly be approved for
function or meeting roomson campus. There may be specialoccasionswhen
alcoholic beverageswillbe allowed in campusdining facilities.

H. Alcoholic beveragesare not allowed in University vehicles.
I. Due to N.H. Sate laws, liability issuesand concern for the health and well being of

individuals, alcoholic beverage serverswill not serve anyone who isintoxicated
(adopted by PSU President Wharton, and effective 11/30/94).

Plymouth and Holderness Town Ordinances Regarding Alcohol and Drugs



Carrying an Open Container of Alcohol: It isunlawful forany person, regardlessof age,
to carry an open containerof an alcoholic beverage on any public road, sdewalk,
parking lot orthe Town Common in the Town of Plymouth. Can result in a fine up to
$1000. It should also be noted that surrounding communitieshave similar ordinances.

Public Consumption of Alcohol: Plymouth and otherarea communitiesprohibit public
consumption of alcohol and impose finesfor violation up to $1000. These ordinances
are vigorously enforced - anyone choosing to violate them can expectto be arrested.

Federal, State and Local Laws Regarding Alcohol and Drugs
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The following information isan overview of relevant laws, more detailed information and

referralsare available through the Divison of Sudent Affairsorthe Human Resources
Office.

Acts Prohibited: Controlled substance/drug use (RSA 318-B:2): New Hampshire has
criminal penaltiesfor the use of controlled substances, ordrugs, with penaltiesvarying
with the type of drug. In general, narcotic drugs, addictive drugs, and drugswith a hig
potential forabuse have heavier penalties.

Controlled drugsinclude: marijuana, barbiturates, amphetamines, tranquilizers,
Hallucinogens, opiates, cocaine, mescaline, psilocybin, D.M.T., narcotics, crack and all
otherdrugsof a smilar nature which are either outlawed outright orillegal when not
prescribed by a Physician orused otherthan how specifically prescribed.

Under state or Federal law, personsconvicted of controlled drug possession are
ineligible for Federal student grantsand loansforup to one year after the first
conviction, five yearsafterthe second; the penalty for distributing drugsislossof
benefitsfor five yearsafter the first conviction, 10 yearsafter the second, and
permanently after the third.

Controlled Substance/Drug Distribution: Under Federal law, distribution of controlled
drugsin orwithin 1,000 feet of a University or schoolto personsunderage 21is
punishable by twice the normal penalty with a mandatory one year in prison; a third
conviction ispunishable by mandatory life imprisonment. Federal law setsgreatly
heightened prison sentencesforthe manufacture and distribution of controlled drugsif
death or seriousinjury resultsfrom use of the substance.

DWI (RSA 265:82): Included among the penaltiesfor the first conviction of driving under
the influence of alcoholisa $1000.00 fine and a lossof license for not lessthan 90 days.
The legal BAC forthose 21 and overis.08; New Hampshire hasa very strict .02 BAC DWI
law forany person underthe age of 21 years, usual penalty may be up to a $1000.00
fine, 2 yearslossof license, and an alcohol education course.

Facilitating/Hosting an Underage Drinking Party (RSA 644:18): An underage drinking
party isany gathering of 5ormore where atleast one person isillegally possessing

alcohol. Thisisa misdemeanorthat could carry a fine up to $1,200 and a jail sentence
up to 1year.

Heroin - In presence of: New Hampshire makesitillegalto be in a place where heroin is
kept and to be inthe company of a person known to possessheroin. Sale and
possession of drug paraphernalia isalso illegal.

Minor in Possession of Alcohol (RSA 179:10): New Hampshire law statesthat it isunlawful
forany person underthe age of twenty-one yearsto possessan alcoholic beverage.
The usual penalty for first time violatorsisa $150.00 fine (but the fine can be ashigh as
$500.00). Second offense violatorsare usually fined $250.00 and are placed on
probation. A mandatory procedure followed by local and state police isthat any minor
found possessing alcoholwillbe arrested.

Internal Possession: A person underthe age of 21 isguilty of a violation if he or she is
intoxicated (any amount of alcohol in syssem) due to consumption of an alcoholic
beverage. $250 minimum for the first offense, $500 minimum for subsequent offenses,
possible additional penaltiessuch asthe lossof New Hampshire Sate DriversLicense
even if the violation doesnot occurwhile operating a vehicle.

Misrepresenting one’s age or falsifying an identification to obtain alcoholic beverages
(RSA 179:10-a): ispunishable by a fine of $2000.00 and/or a year in jail.

Prohibited Sales: Sale or delivery of alcohol beveragesto personsunder 21 (RSA 179:5):
New Hampshire law prohibitsthe sale ordelivery of alcoholic beveragesto per-sons
under 21 with a fine of up to $2000.00 and/or a year in jail.

Transporting Alcoholic Beverages (RSA 265:81-3 and RSA 265:81): It isunlawful for any

driver of a motor vehicle to transport, carry or possessany alcoholic beverage either

open orwith the original seal broken in the passenger area of the car. A penalty of up
to $1000 and lossof license can be expected forviolation of thislaw.

Minor Transporting Alcoholic Beverages: It isunlawful for any driver, under the age of 21,
exceptwhen accompanied by a parent, legal guardian orlegalage spouse, to
transport any liquororbeverage in any part of the vehicle. Violationsmay result in a 60
day suspension of license orright to drive.

ALCOHOL MARIJUANA AND OTHERDRUG SANCTIONS

Alcohol and Drug violations, which occuron and off campus, may be addressed
through the Plymouth Sate University Judicial System. If a student isfound in violation he
orshe willreceive a sanction/s. Below isa list of drug and alcohol policy violationsand
the standard sanction/sthatisgenerally imposed. Thislist isnot all-inclusive and in some
stuationsthe sanctionsmay be altered and/oradditional sanctionsmay be imposed.

ALCOHOLAND DRUG EDUCATION PROGRAMS
Alcoholand Drug Education programsavailable to PSU studentsconsist of, but are not

limited to:

OCTAA (On CampusTalking About Alcohol): 12 hour alcohol education course
taught by a trained instructor. Thisclassisa standard sanction foralcohol
violations. Anyone who isnot judicially sanctioned but isinterested in attending
the classmay contact the Judicial Programsoffice.

MARIJUANA LIFEECHOICESclass: 3 hour marijuana education program taught by
the University’s Alcohol and Drug Counselor from the Counseling and Human
Servicesoffice. Thisclassisa standard sanction for Marijuana violations. Anyone.
Who isnot judicially sanctioned, but isinterested in attending the class, may
contact the Judicial Programsoffice.

INDIVIDUAL DRUG AND/ORALCOHOL COUNSELING: The Counseling and Human
Servicesoffice providescounseling servicesforindividuals seeking assistance with



drug and/oralcoholrelated issues. The Alcohol and Drug Education Counselor
may also be available for group presentations.

LIFEEDUCATOR AND PEER EDUCATOR PROGRAMS The Life Educator s (student
group through the WellnessCenter) and the Peer Educator s(student group
through the Counseling and Human Services Office) present variousprograms,
related to Alcohol and Drug Use and/or Abuse issues, to a variety of campus
audiences. Fora list of the individual programscontact the appropriate office.

ALCOHOLAND DRUG HEALTH RISKS

All of the substanceslisted below pose a variety of health risks. Most orall, distort
judgment, which can cause people to make poorchoicesthat put them at risk for
physical injury through accidents, physical assault, or excessive bodily stress.

Alcohol isan irritant and a central nervoussystem depressant. Second to tobacco,itis
the most abused drug in the U.SA. and can cause memory loss, hypothermia and
damage to vital organsincluding the liver, kidney, ssomach, and intestines. Death can
also occurfrom inability to breathe, heart failure, aspiration of vomit leading to
asphyxiation, and severe withdrawal. The following Dietary Guidelinesfor Americans
provide helpful guidance in thisregard. (See chart below.)

DIETARY GUIDELINESFORAMERICANS

Asrecommended by the U.S Department of Agriculture and the
U.S. Department of Health and Human Services

If you drink alcoholic beverages, do so in moderation.

Alcoholic beveragessupply caloriesbut little or no nutrients.
Drinking them hasno net health benefits, islinked with many
health problems, isthe cause of many accidents, and can lead
to addiction. Theirconsumption isnotrecommended. If adults
elect to drink alcoholic beverages, they should consume them in
moderate amounts.
What ismoderate drinking?
Women Men
No more than 1drinka day No more than 2 drinksa day
What is one drink?
1 ounce of distilled spirits (80 proof)
OR
12 ouncesof beer
OR

4 ouncesofregularwine

People who should not drink alcoholic beverages:



Women who are pregnant or trying to conceive. Major birth defectshave been
attributed to heavy drinking by the mother while pregnant. Women who are pregnant
ortrying to conceive should not drink alcoholic beverages. However, there isno
conclusive evidence that an occasional drink isharmful.

Individuals who plan to drive or engage in other activities that require attention or skill.
Most people retain some alcoholin the blood 3to 5 hoursaftereven moderate
drinking.

Individuals using medicines, even over-the-counter kinds. Alcohol may affect the
benefitsortoxicity of medications. Also, some medicinesmay increase blood alcohol
levelsorincrease alcohol®adverse effect on the brain.

Individuals who cannot keep their drinking moderate. Thisisa special concern for
recovering alcoholicsand people whose family membershave alcohol problems.

Children and adolescents. Use of alcoholic beveragesby children and adolescents
involvesrisksto health and other seriousproblems.

Heavy drinkersare often malnourished because of low food intake and poorabsorption
of nutrientsby the body. Too much alcohol may cause cirrhosisof the liver,
inflammation of the pancreas, damage to the brain and heart, and increased risk for
many cancers.

Some studieshave suggested that moderate drinking islinked to lower risk for heart
attacks. However, drinking isalso linked to higher risk for high blood pressure and
hemorrhagic stroke.

Amphetaminesor Speed (crystal, crank, uppers, white cross) are stimulants, which
increase the pace of the body. They erase feelingsof fatigue and hungerthat causes
overloadson all bodily syssemsand causesthe body to literally burn itself up. Vitamin
and mineral deficienciesare common aswellasdamage to lungs, liver and kidneys.
Use can also bring on psychotic delusonal states. They may cause massive sudden
increasesin blood pressure resulting in cerebral hemorrhage, stroke, or heart failure.

Anabolic Seroids are synthetic versonsof testosterone, the male hormone. In small
doses, they have legitimate medical usesin casesof soft-tissue injuries, skeletal
disorders, malnutrition, and some typesof anemia. Health riskswith improper use
include: edema, hypertension, conversion of latent diabetesinto chronic diabetes,
testicular shrinkage, increased cholesterol, jaundice, infertility, and significantly
depressed testosterone production that may not be reversble. Prostate cancer, if
present, will be stimulated. Other side effectsinclude kidney disorders, hardening of the
arteries, liver malfunction, and psychiatric problems, including excessve aggression and
violence.

Barbiturates, Tranquilizers (Tuinal, Valium, Xanax, reds, rainbows, barbs, blues,
Quaaludes, ludes) these are alldepressantswhich affect the brain by slowing down
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signalsit sendsto the rest of the body. While the drug isin your body, you may not be
able to control yourbody. They can cause a decrease in respiratory function, lossof
consciousnessand death.

Cocaine (coke, blow, dake, snow, crack, rock) isa stimulant and can cause paranoia,
psychosis, nausea, vomiting, changesin breathing, and increasesin body temperature.
Death can occurfrom heart attack, overdose, and interrupted breathing.

Ecstasy (MDMA) isa synthetic drug with amphetamine-like and hallucinogenic
properties. Short-term effectsinclude psychological difficulties, including confusion,
depression, deep problems, drug craving, severe anxiety, and paranoia —during and
sometimesweeksafter takihg MDMA, physical symptomssuch asmuscle tension,
involuntary teeth clenching, nausea, blurred vision, rapid eye movement, faintness, and
chillsor sweating.

Hallucinogens (LSD oracid, peyote, mescaline, psilocybin, etc.) induce a state of
excitation of the central nervoussystem, causing increased heart rate, increased blood
pressure, sweating, higher body temperatures, and sensory distortion and
Hallucinations. Heavy usersmay experience organic brain damage.

Inhalants (nitrous, whippets, poppers) referto substancesthat are sniffed or huffed to
give the useran immediate head rush or high. Short-term effectsof inhalantsinclude
heart palpitations, breathing difficulty, dizziness, and headache. Long-term use has

been associated with irreversible brain damage.

Ketamine (Special K) isa central nervoussystem depressant and a rapid-acting general
anesthetic. It hassedative-hypnotic, analgesic, and hallucinogenic properties.
Profound hallucinationsmay occurthat include visual distortionsand a lost sense of
time, sense and identity. Other effectscan include delirium, impaired motor function,
potentially fatal respiratory problems, convulsion, and vomiting when mixed with
alcoholand out of body experiences.

Marijuana (pot, grass, reefer, weed, mary jane) can cause anxiety, paranoia, and an
increase in heart and pulse rate. It impairsshort-term memory and interfereswith
learning. Marijuana use increasesthe heartrate asmuch as50%and can bring on
chest pains. Itisparticularly harmful to the lungsand pulmonary function.

Nicotine, contained in Tobacco Productsishighly addictive and, along with other
substancesin tobacco products, isdamaging to many body systemsincluding the
heart, lungs, and larynx. Many cancersstrike tobacco usersatin-creased rates. The use
of tobacco productsisthe chief avoidable cause of death in our society.

Opiates (heroin, junk, smack) or narcoticsdepressthe system. Although specific
dangersdepend on the opiatesused, common dangersinclude: infectionsof the heart
lining and valves, skin abscessesand congested lungs. Infectionsfrom un-sterile
solutions, syringesand needlescan cause liverdisease, tetanusand serum hepatitis.
Sharing needlescan cause AIDS
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PCP (angeldust) (phencyclidine) causesincreased heart rate and blood pressure,
sweating, flushing, and dizziness. Large dosesmay cause convulsons, coma, heart and
lung failure orruptured blood vesselsin the brain. PCP can cause violent or bizarre
behaviorthat can lead to death from drowning, burns, fallsfrom high places, and
automobile accidents.

Rohypnol and GHB (Roofies, The Date Rape Drug) are illegal drugsthat cause dizziness,
nausea, blurred vision, and memory lossfor several hours. Rohypnoland GHBare used
to commitrape whenitisadded to a person’sdrink. The penaltiesfor possessing these
drugsare severe. If you choose to drink, obtain your own drink and don’t pick up your
drink afteryou have putitdown. If you suspect that you have been drugged, getto a
safe place with someone you trust. Testing isavailable at Soeare Memorial Hospital and
at the infirmary. There have been casesof people dying from ingestion of Rohypnol or
GHB.

CRIME REPORT PROCEDURE

All students, faculty and staff of Plymouth State University are encouraged to report
crimespromptly to the University Police. In some casesif a person hasknowledge of a
crime, but failsto report it, they may be in violation of University policiesor Federal, Sate
orlLocallawsand may be processed judicially and/or criminally.

CRIME REPORT RESPONSE PROCEDURE

The PSU University Police isconnected with the Plymouth Regional Dispatch Center
through 911 Emergency and general busnessreporting capabilities. University Police
officersrespond immediately to notificationsof criminal activity orreported incidences.

CRIMESIATISTIC COLLECTION POLICY
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The University University Police collect crime statisticsthrough the Plymouth Area
Dispatch Centerselectronic recordssystem.

The Judicial Programs Office receivesreportsand statistics from University Police aswell
asdata from the Women’sServicesand Gender Resource Center, Athletic Department
and Resdential Life Saff.

MONITORING AND RECORDING OF RECOGNIZED STUDENT GROUPS

CRIMINALACTIVITY ATOHCAMPUS LOCATIONS

PSU University Police, Plymouth Police, and Holderness Police communicate
cooperatively regarding information orincidentsconcerning off campuslocations
where recognized student groupsreside. The PSU and Plymouth Police Departments
also share the same computer sysstem where case log updatesforboth departments
may be viewed by all sworn personnel.

REGISTERED SEX OFENDER INFORMATION
A list of registered sex offendersin the state of New Hampshire may be obtained at the
Plymouth Police Department.

SAFETY AWARENESSAND CRMEPREVENTION PROGRAMS

Programming efforts of the University regarding safety awarenessand crime prevention
may include, but are not limited to:

1. Discussonsand presentationsduring Orientation Programsfacilitated by the local
and University Police. During these presentationsstudentsare encouraged to report
crimesand take preventative measuresto insure personal safety.

2. Sudents personal safety isencouraged through variousvenues, including but not
limited to: University published written materials, Resdence Hall/lHoor meetingsand
posted signsin Campusbuildingsand on University property. It isrecommended that
studentsdo the following:

Lock theirroom doorsin Residential facilities.

Lock theircardoors.

Not allow any non-resident into hisor herresidence hall thatisnotaccompanied
by a resdent of that hall.

Not walk alone on campusafterdark.

Write down serial numbersof personal possessionsand engrave itemswithout
numbers. (Engraversare available for studentsat the University Police Sation.)

3. Programson safety awarenessand crime prevention are available in the Resdence
Hallson campus.

4. Resdential Life Saff and University Police are trained to confront and report crimes
they become aware of.
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5. A CampusSafety Committee meetsregularly to review and addresscampus
safety concemnssuch aslighting and emergency phones.

6. RAD (Rape Aggression Defense) Classesare offered through the academic program
and may be offered through resdential life or student organizations programming
efforts.

SECURITY OFAND ACCESSTO CAMPUS FACIUTIES

The PSU University Police maintainssecurity and accessof campusfacilities. The
residence hallsare secured twenty-four hoursa day with the exception of residential
hallopenings, closngsand other needed timesof open access. Classsoom and other
facility buildingsare secured appropriately at the concluson of the academic ordaily
businessschedule.

SEXUAL ASSAULTRELATED POLUCIESand INFORMATION

PROCEDURESTO FOLLOW IF SEXOFFENSEOCCURS

1. Preserving evidence:

Itisimportantto preserve allevidence associated with the sexual violation until the
matter hasbeen discussed with a rape crisiscounselor or University Police officer and
the decisonsabout reporting the assault (and to whom) have been discussed.

2. Reporting a Sexual Assault
If a student perceiveshim/herself to have been the victim of a sexual assault or other

sexual offense, he /she isencouraged to reportit to one of the following offices:

Administratorsfrom these officesmay assist an individual with contacting the
appropriate person(s) to begin an informal or formal processto addressthe alleged PSU
policy violation and/or New Hampshire State Law violation. Each alleged sexual assault
case ishandled individually. Some optionsthe alleged victim may have, include but are
not limited to, the following. (Note: more than one of the optionsbelow may be
implemented).
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A. Seekthe support of a professonal ortrained counselor or person trained in rape
crisis(Note: a family memberorfriend iswelcome to accompany an individual to
any meetingswith these agencies).

B. Hle a Jane Doe Report through the Women’s Servicesand Gender Resource Center,
so that the incident can be reported to the University for statistical purposes. Jane
Doe Reportsallow the victim to maintain hisheranonymity while alerting the
CampusOfficialsthat an incident hasoccurred.

C. Hle anincident report with the Coordinator of Judicial Programs, Dean of Sudentsor
Vice President for Sudent Affairs. Thisallowsthe opportunity forthe case to be
heard through the Plymouth Sate University Judicial System. Hling a report through
thissystem, however, doesnot obligate a student to pursue the complaint either
judicially orthrough the criminal justice system. Thisallowsfor the alleged offending
student to be held accountable forviolating a PSU policy.

D. Hle a report with the PSU University Police or Plymouth Police Department (the filing
of a report doesnot obligate the victim to pursue formal chargesof sexual assault
through the N.H. legal system). If formal chargesare pursued and there isa finding of
guilt, penaltiesrange from:

1 yearin the County House of Correctionsfora Sexual Assault Misdemeanor
3-7 yearsin the Sate Prison for a Sexual Assault ClassB Felony
7-15 years(plusapplicable fines) fora Sexual Assault ClassA Felony

3. Victim/Survivor's Choice:

The choicesabout how to proceed in an alleged sexual assault complaint will, asmuch
aspossble, belong to the alleged victim/survivor. Forexample, he/she may choose to
report only to campusofficialsand notinvolve New Hampshire law enforcement
officialsorreport only to the local police, file a criminal complaint and circumvent the
University processentirely. The alleged victim/survivor will be assisted in contacting any
authoritiesasdeemed necessary and/oradvantageous.

Any choice that a student may make doesnot preclude him or her from pursuing other
coursesof action at a future time. The victim/survivor hasthe right to be involved
throughout the complaint processaslong asthe due processrightsof the accused
student are not denied.

ASSSTANCE WITH NOTIFYING LAW ENFORCEMENT
If a victim/survivor choosesto notify law enforcement of the incident University
administratorswill help the student do so.

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ACADEMIC AND LIVING CONDITIONSOFVICTIMS SURVIVORS

If the alleged perpetratorisfound responsble through the PSU Judicial System and
The studentsinvolved are residing in the same University-owned Residence Hall or
Apartment Complex; at the request of the victim/survivor, the offending student
may be moved to a different facility.
The studentsare currently in the same class, the victim/survivor, may request that
the offending student be transferred to another section.
The studentsinvolved are in the same academic program, the victim/survivor,
may have priority in registering for classes.

CAMPUS JUDICIAL PROCEDURESIN CASESOF SEXUAL ASSAULT

Alleged sexual assault casesthat are reported through the Judicial Programs Office
and are pursued judicially willbe handled asother alleged violations of University
policiesare. See the Judicial System and Rightsof Sudentssectionsof the Sudent
Handbook formore information regarding judicial system proceduresand related
topics.

Both partiesin a sexual assault case however are allowed to the following: (although
proceduresasoutlined in the Judicial System underthe Due Processsection of the
Sudent Handbook must be followed).
- Have an advisor of their choice from the University community present during the
hearing proceedings(except during deliberation).
May provide appropriate witnessesin the hearing.
May be informed of the outcome of the hearing.

Additional Rghtsand Opportunitiesthe Alleged Victim/Survivor hasin the Judicial
Process:
Right not to have their past sexual history introduced aspart of the testimony,
exceptasrequired by New Hampshire Sate Law.
The opportunity to make a ‘survivorimpact statement’.
The opportunity to prepare a written statement to be read at the hearing in lieu
of being present.
Ability to request the hearing take place in a mannerthat doesnot require the
survivor/victim and the accused to be in the same room at the same time.
The opportunity to recommend an appropriate sanction if the accused isfound
to be responsble for violating University Policy.

Notification of the Judicial Proceeding Outcome:

In judicial casesinvolving a victim and perpetrator of a sexual assault the victim hasthe
right to be notified of the outcome of the hearing including the finding of responsibility
and the sanctionsimposed.

Sanctionsfor Sexual Assault Violations:
In caseswhere there isa finding of responsibility sanctionsmay include any sanction
that may be imposed for policy violationsthrough the PSU Judicial System.
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RAPE AWARENESS EDUCATIONAL PROGRAMS

TIMELY REPORTS OF THREATTO CAMPUS

If a situation that may constitute a threat to the University community isreported to
University Police orlocal police agenciesdesignated University officialswill meet to
determine whether ornot a warning system should be implemented, in hopesto
prevent any furtheroccurrences. Effortswillbe made to protect the privacy of victimsof
the reported crimes.

Some examplesof warning sysstem methods, may include but are not limited to; news
release through the local radio stationsand local newspapersand/or posting noticesin
campusbuildings.

UNIVERSTY POLUCE ARRESTAUTHORITY

University Police officersare sworn officersin the Town of Plymouth and Holdernessand
are required to meet all New Hampshire Police Sandards Sate Certification and
Training requirements.

All officers, with the exception of student officers, have the power of arrest through the
authority granted by the townsof Plymouth and Holdemess.
